Key outputs

Representatives from partner count-
ries were trained in creating MOOCs
and other innovative training
methods, trained in teaching wood
technology courses and in using
virtual reality in teaching.

The 38 courses within MSc study
programmes were developed
or updated at all universities from
partner countries.

Machine simulators, VR gear, drone
gear, and wood technology equip-
ment was purchased by universities
from partner countries.

Study programmes were updated
or upgraded so that graduate skills
match the needs of forest-based
industries.

A lively exchange was achieved both
between the programme countries
from the global North and with
partner countries from the global
South.
