Termin pro tvorbu a vybér tématu bakalarské prace (déle téz jen ,BP") a diplomové préace
(déle téZ jen ,DP") a jeji zadani se fidi harmonogramem pfislusného akademického roku FLD
(ddle jen ,harmonogram FLD").

Témata zavérecnych praci vypisuji akademicti pracovnici FLD prostfednictvim
Univerzitniho informaéniho systému (déle jen ,UIS") tj.: https://is.czu.cz. Po dohodé s
pedagogem m0ze student realizovat zdvéreCnou praci na téma, které sam navrhne
v terminu stanoveném harmonogramem FLD.

Akademicti pracovnici FLD jsou povinni dle harmonogramu FLD vypsat prostrednictvim
UIS dostateCny pocCet témat zavéreCnych praci. Kazdy akademicky pracovnik FLD
s Uvazkem 1,0 vypiSe celkem minimalné 5 témat urcenych pro obhajoby v nasledujicim
akademickém roce, které odpovidaji profesnimu zaméreni daného akademického
pracovnika FLD. Ke kazdému vypsanému tématu je akademicky pracovnik FLD povinen v
UIS zvolit i studijni program, pfipadné specializaci, nebo vice studijnich programd,
pfipadné specializaci, pro které je dané téma uréeno.

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(4) Vsichni studenti predposlednich rocnik( studia FLD, tzn. obvykle 2. ro¢nik( bakalarskych
studijnich programd a 1. roénikl magisterskych studijnich programd, jsou povinni dle
harmonogramu FLD zvolit v soucinnosti s vybranym akademickym pracovnikem FLD téma
zavérecné prace. V pripadé, Ze student ma schvaleny individualni studijni plan a nemuze
dodrzet uvedené terminy volby tématu zavérecné prace dle harmonogramu FLD, je student
povinen zvolit si téma neprodlené po zapisu do studia.

(5) Studentem vybrané téma zavérecné prace musi souviset s profilem absolventa daného
studijniho programu. Ve spornych pfipadech rozhodne dékan s pfihlédnutim k pisemnému
vyjadreni garanta studijniho programu.

(6) Studentovi, ktery se nedomluvil s Zddnym vedoucim zdvérecné prace a ktery o pridéleni
vedouciho zavéreCné prace pisemné pozada prostfednictvim studijniho oddéleni FLD
nejpozdéji 10 dnl po uplynuti Ihity podle odst. 4, bude vedouci zavérecné prace pridélen
rozhodnutim dékana FLD. Zohlednén bude studijni program studia a vytizenost
akademickych pracovnikt FLD.

(7) Student, ktery ma ve vyjimeénych pfipadech zéjem o vedeni zavérecné prace akademickym
pracovnikem z jiné fakulty CZU, musi nejpozdéiji 20 dndi pied uplynutim Ih(ty podle odst.
1 nebo odst. 2 podat na studijni oddéleni FLD Zadost o vedeni bakalaiské/diplomové
prace akademickym pracovnikem jiné fakulty. Na Zadosti bude vzdy uveden nazev prace,
fakulta a katedra, na které bude zavére¢nou praci vykonavat, jméno vedouciho zavérecné
prace a vedouciho katedry, na které je zaméstnan vedouci zavérecné prace. O zadosti
rozhodne dékan FLD po predchozim souhlasu vedouciho zavére¢né prace, vedouciho
katedry a garanta studijniho programu, do kterého je student zapsan.

(8) V pripadé, Ze student ziska téma zavére¢né prace v ramci konkurzu vypsaného v UIS
akademickym pracovnikem FLD, kontaktuje bezodkladné akademického pracovnika FLD,
ktery téma vypsal.

(9) Vedouci zavérecné prace vyplni a schvali zadani zavérecné prace bez zbyte¢ného odkladu,
nejpozdéji v terminu stanoveném harmonogramem FLD. Vedouci katedry schvali zadani
zavéreCné prace po jejich schvaleni vedoucim zavéreCné prace v souladu
s harmonogramem FLD.

(10) Tvorba zadani zavére¢nych praci a jejich schvalovani probihaji vyhradné prostfednictvim
UIS v terminech stanovenych harmonogramem FLD. Zadani zavérecné prace je platné po
jeho schvaleni dékanem FLD.

(11)Zmény v zadéani zavérecné prace po schvaleni zadani dékanem FLD jsou mozZné pouze na
zakladé zadosti, kterou student poda prostfednictvim studijniho oddéleni FLD. Tuto
zadost schvaluje dékan FLD. Podanou zadosti student bere na védomi zkracenou dobu na
zpracovani zavérecné prace.

KlasifikaCni znamka vyborné: Student zavérecnou praci zpracoval v souladu s definovanou
metodikou zavére¢né prace a byly dosazZeny cile zavérecné prace. Zavére¢na prace mlze
obsahovat drobné formalni nedostatky, ale obsahuje kvalitni napady a myslenky, v niz
nechybi zakladni Uvahy jiz dfive analyzované ve védecké literature (dle databdze Web of
Science) a v dalSich zdrojich relevantnich k danému tématu. Zavére¢na préace je
vynikajicim zplsobem zasazena do Sirsiho teoretického kontextu a ma vyznamny pfinos
pro praxi, spole¢nost ¢i védu. Zavérecnou praci uzaviraji kriticka zhodnoceni a navrhy pro
dalsi vyzkum. Student nejen Ze jasné prokazal schopnost samostatné a systematicky

Klasifika¢ni znamka dobre: Ke sprdvnosti feseni ¢i napInéni cilll jsou vazné pfipominky,
popf. velmi vazné pfipominky k formalni ¢i stylistické strance (obé hlediska se hodnoti v
souvislosti a jedno mliZe do zna¢né miry vyvazit druhé). Schopnost studenta zpracovat
odborné ¢i védecké téma je prokazana, jen celkovy vysledek ma podstatné nedostatky.

Napf. nejsou naplnény cile, reSeni neodpovida zadani, feSeni je nekvalitni Ci zcela
nespravné, pokyny k formalni strance zavérecné prace byly opominuty, jazykovy styl
vyrazné neodpovida odbornému ¢i védeckému textu. Student neprokazal schopnost
odborné ¢i védecké prace nebo schopnost ji Zddoucim zplsobem popsat. Timto stupném
jsou hodnoceny i potvrzené plagiaty.

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Dean’s Regulation No. 8/2025
Rules for writing bachelor’'s and master’s theses at FLD

Article 1
Introductory provisions

(1) This Dean'’s Regulation applies to the Faculty of Forestry and Wood Sciences (hereinafter

referred to as “FLD”) of the Czech University of Life Sciences Prague (hereinafter referred
to as “CZU") and sets out guidelines for the assignment, preparation, submission,
assessment, defence, and evaluation of bachelor's and master's theses (hereinafter
collectively referred to as “final theses”) at FLD.

This Regulation is mainly based on Act no. 111/1998 Coll. on Higher Education Institutions
and on Modifications and Amendments of other Acts (the Act on Higher Education
Institutions), as amended, (hereinafter “Act on Higher Education Institutions”), on the
Study and Examination Rules for the Study in Bachelor and Master Study Programmes of
the Czech University of Life Sciences in Prague, as amended (hereinafter “SER”), Rector’s
Directive No. 5/2019, Rules for the assignment, preparation, submission, archiving, and
publication of Bachelor's and Master’s theses at CZU, as amended (hereinafter referred to
as “Rector’s Directive”) and other CZU and FLD regulations.

Article 2
Rules for assignment of final theses

The deadline for selecting and formulating the topic of the bachelor's thesis (hereinafter
referred to as “BT”) and the master’s thesis (hereinafter referred to as “MT"), as well as for its
assignment, is governed by the schedule of the relevant academic year of the Faculty of
Forestry and Wood Sciences (hereinafter referred to as the “FLD schedule”).

The topics of final theses are published by FLD academic staff via the University
Information System (hereinafter referred to as the “UIS”): https://is.czu.cz. In agreement
with a teacher, a student may carry out a final thesis on a topic of their own proposal,
provided it is submitted within the deadline set by the FLD schedule.

FLD academic staff are obliged, in accordance with the FLD schedule, to publish a
sufficient number of final thesis topics via the UIS. Each FLD academic staff member with
a full-time workload (1.0 FTE) shall publish at least five topics intended for defence in the
following academic year, corresponding to their professional specialisation. For each
published topic, the FLD academic staff member is required to specify in the UIS the study
programme, and where applicable the specialization, or multiple degree programmes
and/or specializations, for which the given topic is intended. For FLD academic staff with
a workload of less than 1.0 FTE, the specified minimum number of topics intended for
defence is reduced proportionally. Each FLD academic staff member shall publish at least
one topic for each study programme they are responsible for, or within which they are
responsible for a subject.
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(4) All students in the penultimate year of study at FLD, typically second-year students of
bachelor’'s degree programmes and first-year students of master's degree programmes,
are obliged, in accordance with the FLD schedule, to select the topic of their final thesis in
cooperation with a designated FLD academic staff member. If a student has an approved
individual study plan and cannot meet the specified deadlines for selecting the final thesis
topic according to the FLD schedule, the student is obliged to choose a topic immediately
after enrolment.

(5) The final thesis topic chosen by the student must be related to the graduate profile of the
given study programme. In cases of dispute, the Dean will decide, considering the written
opinion of the study programme guarantor.

(6) A student who has not agreed with any supervisor and who submits a written request for
the assignment of a final thesis supervisor through the FLD Study Department no later
than 10 days after the deadline specified in para 4 will be assigned a supervisor by
decision of the FLD Dean. The study programme and the workload of FLD academic staff
will be taken into account.

(7) A student who, in exceptional cases, wishes to have their final thesis supervised by an
academic staff member from another CZU faculty must submit a Request for supervision
of bachelor's/master’s thesis by an academic staff member from another faculty to the
FLD Study Department no later than 20 days before the deadline specified in para 1 or
para 2. The request must always include the title of the thesis, the faculty and department
where the final thesis will be conducted, the name of the supervisor, and the head of the
department employing the supervisor. The FLD Dean will decide on the request after
obtaining prior consent from the supervisor, the head of the department, and the guarantor
of the study programme in which the student is enrolled.

(8) If a student obtains a final thesis topic through a competition published in the UIS by an
FLD academic staff member, they must promptly contact the FLD academic staff member
who published the topic.

(9) The final thesis supervisor shall complete and approve the thesis assignment without
undue delay, and no later than the deadline set by the FLD schedule. The head of the
department shall approve the thesis assignment after it has been approved by the
supervisor, in accordance with the FLD schedule.

(10) The creation and approval of final thesis assignments are conducted exclusively through
the UIS within the deadlines set by the FLD schedule. The thesis assignment becomes
valid upon approval by the FLD Dean.

(11) Changes to the final thesis assignment after approval by the FLD Dean are only possible
based on a request submitted by the student through the FLD Study Department. This
request must be approved by the FLD Dean. By submitting the request, the student
acknowledges the shortened time available for completing the final thesis.

(12) The final thesis assignment must contain:
a. The specific title of the final thesis.

b. Two to three sentences clearly defining the objectives of the final thesis, which are
specific, measurable, achievable, realistic, and time-bound.
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c. The methodology, including:

1.

3-4 points clearly describing the key components of the final thesis development;
in the case of quantitative research, also a clearly defined minimum number of
measurements, samples, etc., or a statement that the scope of measurements will
be determined based on statistical methods.

If the final thesis is to be written in a language other than Czech, the language of
the thesis shall be indicated in the methodology based on a prior approved
request submitted by the student to the FLD Study Department.

The methodology shall also include a schedule for submitting the key components
of the final thesis to the supervisor.

The recommended length of the final thesis excluding appendices.

3-5 key words, which are not part of the final thesis title.

Recommended sources:

1.

A list of scientific literature sources — at least 5 for each bachelor's thesis
assignment and 7 for each master's thesis assignment, primarily scientific
articles or university textbooks, including at least 1 source in a foreign language
for each BT assignment and 2 for each MT assignment.

The literature must be up to date and reflect the current state of knowledge in the
relevant field.

The consultant for the final thesis, if it is an interdisciplinary thesis. The consultant
ensures expertise in the additional field(s) significantly addressed by the thesis that
do not fall within the professional specialisation of the thesis supervisor.

Article 3
Rules for preparation of final theses

(1) When working on their final thesis, the student shall follow the FLD rules and schedule.

(2) When preparing the thesis, it is recommended to follow the Methodological guidelines for
writing a final thesis at the FLD.

(3) A final thesis may take the form of:

an original scientific study,

an inventory survey,

a product or assembly design,
project documentation,

a software application or information system.

(4) The language in which the final thesis is written is determined by the language of
instruction according to the accreditation of the study programme in which the student is
enrolled. In justified cases, an exception may be granted by the FLD Dean on the basis of
a reasoned request submitted by the student to the FLD Study Department. The
examiners’ reports will be prepared and the defence conducted in the language of the
accredited study programme concerned.
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The student is required to follow the schedule for the preparation of the final thesis as
defined in the thesis assignment.

Article 4
Rules for submission of final theses

The deadline for submitting the final thesis is set by the FLD schedule.

The student shall submit the final thesis in both electronic and printed form. The electronic
and printed versions of the thesis must be identical. Further details regarding submission
are specified in the Dean’s Regulation on the organisation of final state examinations.

The recommended design of the hardbound thesis is set out in the Methodological
guidelines for writing a final thesis at the FLD.

Article 5
Rules for assessment of final theses

The deadline for the preparation of the supervisor’s and the opponent’s reports is set by
the FLD schedule.

The opponent of a master's thesis must be from an institution other than CZU; in
exceptional cases, they may be from a different faculty of CZU than the FLD.

Plagiarism checking and the assessment of its outcome shall be carried out in accordance
with the Rector’s Directive.

Article 6
Rules for defence of final theses

Defence of the final thesis is part of the final state examination (hereinafter referred to as
“FSE") and takes place before the FSE committee.

The student is informed of the assigned FSE committee, as well as the date and location
of the examination, via the University Information System (UIS), within the deadline set by
the FLD schedule and in accordance with the Dean’s Regulation on the organisation of the
FSE.

Defence of the final thesis begins with the student’s presentation, in which they briefly
introduce their thesis — its objectives, methodology, results, benefits, and practical
applications. The student may use a PowerPoint presentation or similar software, as well
as models, prototypes, software, and other tools or technologies, provided these were
developed as part of the thesis. This is followed by the presentation of the assessments
by the thesis supervisor and opponent, the student’s responses to the questions raised by
the supervisor and opponent in their reports, and a discussion between the FSE committee
and the student.

Article 7
Rules for evaluation of final theses

Grade “excellent”: The student completed the final thesis in accordance with the defined
thesis methodology and achieved the thesis objectives. The thesis may contain minor
formal shortcomings but includes good ideas and concepts, with fundamental
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considerations previously analysed in scientific literature (according to the Web of
Science database) and other sources relevant to the topic. The thesis is well put within a
broader theoretical context and makes a significant contribution to practice, society, or
science. It concludes with critical evaluations and suggestions for further research. The
student has not only clearly demonstrated the ability to work independently and
systematically, but it is also evident from the thesis that the author has ambitions to
continue scientific research or that the thesis results lead to a patent or methodological
procedure, have concrete practical applications, and attract interest from public or private
entities (such as the Czech Office for Surveying, Mapping and Cadastre, the Nature
Conservation Agency, companies, etc.).

Grade “very good”: There are minor comments on the accuracy of the solutions or
achievement of objectives, or more significant remarks concerning the formal or stylistic
aspects. These comments are serious enough not to outweigh the otherwise high
scientific/professional or formal quality of the submitted thesis. Nevertheless, the student
has demonstrated the ability to work independently in a professional or scientific capacity.

Grade “satisfactory”: There are serious comments regarding the correctness of the
approach or achievement of objectives, or very serious remarks concerning the formal or
stylistic aspects (both aspects are evaluated in relation to each other, and one may to a
considerable extent compensate for the other). The student has demonstrated the ability
to work on a professional or scientific topic; however, the overall result has significant
shortcomings.

Grade “fail”: The final thesis contains very significant deficiencies. For example, the
objectives are not met, the approach does not correspond to the assignment, the solution
is of poor quality or completely incorrect, the guidelines for the formal aspects of the
thesis have been neglected, and the language style is markedly inconsistent with a
professional or scientific text. The student has not demonstrated the ability to carry out
professional or scientific work or to describe it appropriately. Confirmed cases of
plagiarism are also evaluated with this grade.

If the grade for meeting the objectives of the final thesis, the conclusions and their
formulation (for BT), or the fulfilment of the objectives (for MT) is lowered to “fail” in the
supervisor’'s or opponent’s report, the overall evaluation shall be “fail” regardless of the
other assessed criteria.

If the evaluation of the final thesis defence is “fail,” the thesis remains stored in the UIS,
and the student must upload a new version of the thesis for the subsequent defence. The
same procedure applies if the student is not permitted to proceed to the defence due to
the thesis being graded as “fail” in both the supervisor's and opponent’s reports.

If the defence does not take place due to the student’s absence on the FSE date (the
defence evaluation is marked as “excused” or the student has withdrawn from the
examination date in accordance with the FLD schedule), the thesis remains stored in the
UIS, and the student shall defend it at a subsequent examination date. The student will be
allowed to upload a new version of the thesis upon request.

Article 8
Final Provisions

This regulation is valid and binding for all students of bachelor's and master’'s degree
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programmes at FLD.

(2) This regulation shall come into effect and enter into force on the date of its publication
on the public section of the CZU website.

(3) The FLD Dean’s Regulation No. 7/2021 of FLD is hereby repealed.
