It should contain the title of the extended abstract, the authors and their affiliation, a short abstract summary, the main contents, and a list of references. The extended abstract must be sent to the e-mail address abstract.EMAN2019@fld.czu.cz.
Please submit a word document.
III. Main Dates
Please submit your extended abstract by September 30th, 2019. By submitting your extended abstract, you agree to its publication in the proceedings. All extended abstracts will be made accessible to conference delegates ahead of the conference.
IV. Font Format
The text should be typed in Times New Roman font on A4 sheets, single spacing, two-column format. Margins are 25mm above, 15mm below and 20mm on the right and on the left. 

A. Equation format

Equations are referred by their number (1), and are aligned to centre. Equation 1 is an example of equation.
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B. Table and Figure format

Table 1 is an example of table and summarizes the used font sizes. Figure 1 is an example of figure. Tables and Figures should be numbered 1, 2, 3 and so forth. Their titles should be aligned to centre.
